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Dr. Hargreave started his medical career running a mission hospital in Lesotho (Southern Africa) photo and has always had a strong interest in medical practice in developing countries, including undertaking kidney transplantation in Baghdad (photo). He has also lectured and taught in various countries including The Peoples Republic of China and also performed operations in Cairo (Egypt) and Qingdao (P.R.China).
In 1978 Dr. Hargreave published a paper in the British Journal of Urology entitled "Potency and Prostatectomy" which may have been the first demonstration of the coincidence of lower urinary tract symptoms and erectile dysfunction. In the 1980’s he published a series of papers demonstrating the efficacy of short-course antibiotic prophylaxis for prostate surgery, and these, along with some of his fertility studies, are used in the Cochrane database as core studies. In 1992 he published, jointly with his postdoctoral fellow, the first paper describing Y microdeletions in male infertility and one year later the first paper locating a gene family on the Y to do with spermatogenesis (The RBM gene family).  Altogether he has more than 250 scientific publications.  Also he and has authored books mainly on Male Infertility and Endoscopic Techniques, the latter largely aimed at developing countries.
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
